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I. Outline and Information concerning the Double Degree Program

Nara Institute of Science and Technology (hereinafter referred to as “NAIST”) and its partner institutions have established Double Degree Programs aimed at cultivating master’s students into researchers that will contribute to future research and development, as well as highly specialized engineers. These programs train students to become valuable human resources with an international perspective enabling them to contribute to international academic exchange.

1. Outline

Master’s students will either be sent from the partner institutions to NAIST or from NAIST to the partner institutions. They will maintain their enrollments in their original graduate program while being admitted to the host institution’s program. Upon the completion of the program, students will be awarded separate master’s degrees from both institutions. The master’s program requires two academic years in both institutions. Students are required to spend time at each institution, and the duration of stay must be balanced between the two. 
Participants in this program will pay screening, registration, and tuition fees only at their home institution.
