Cases when students contract the new coronavirus (COVID-19) infection and other

information

The new coronavirus (COVID-19) infection has been designated as a Type I infectious
disease as stipulated in the School Health and Safety Act. The procedures to be followed
when a student at NAIST has contracted the new coronavirus (COVID-19) infection are

outlined below.

1 When a student has contracted the new coronavirus (COVID-19) infection

If a student is diagnosed as having contracted the infection, you are to follow the
instructions of the public health offices and you will be given a “Suspension of
Attendance” (your absence being permitted without negative consequences) until it
is certified that you have recovered

Once you have the strength please contact the Crisis Measures Headquarters

soon as possible

Your current situation

The date you started experiencing a fever or breathing symptoms

2 When a student has had close contact with an infected person

Follow the instructions of the public health offices and stay at home for the
duration they tell you.
You will be given a Suspension of Attendance for that time.

email as soon as possible

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be given a Suspension of Attendance for the time you have to stay at home.

Monitoring your health during the Suspension of Attendance

During the Suspension of Attendance stay at home to rest and pay attention to your
health, monitoring and recording your temperature and conditions every morning and

night. Please follow any instructions the public health office may give you.

Treatment of absences during the Suspension of Attendance

For those subjects that were missed during the suspension of Attendance, reports
and/or other measures will be decided upon adequate consideration as to not be
detrimental to the student, so please wait until you recover and are able to return
to NAIST or participate in online subjects, and then contact the faculty in charge of

the subjects you registered for to receive instructions about what you should do.
